Barbara currently serves as Director of External Programs and
Executive in Residence at the Cameron School of Business of the
University of North Carolina W ilmington.  In prior years, Biehner served
as the former Chief Executive Of ficer of Bon Secours-Holy Family
Regional Health System.  Ms. Biehner was the recognized leader with
a $166 million annual operating budget and led a turnaround from a
$2.1 million operating deficit to a $1.1 million operating income in a
highly competitive market .

Judge Kopriva’ s impact on our community has been incredible.  Her
understanding of the importance of women aspiring to leadership
roles has knocked-down many barriers to gender equity .  In
November 1987, she was elected the first female judge in Blair
County.  In November 1997, she was retained for her second ten-year
term and on January 1, 2006, was elected first female President
Judge in Blair County .
